All local regulations, including those referring national and European standards need to be cainplié
when installing the appliance.

A suitable and compliant flue is essential for thipliance to operate properly. It must be cappeprévent
ingress of rain and regulated with a flue regulattrere there is excessive draft. External flues tnias
insulated (see installation instructions). Failtbeconnect this appliance to a suitable, properykimg flue
will seriously inhibit the cooker’s performance.

Properly installed, operated and maintained, tpjsliance will not emit fumes into the dwelling. Hewver
occasional fumes from de-ashing and re-fuelling wegur. Persistent fume emission is potentiallyggaous
and must not be tolerated. If fume emission doesigteopen doors and windows to ventilate the rdogh the
fire burn out or eject and safely dispose of fuehf the appliance.
